Dear:
I am writing to ask that you support H.R. 1936, the Medicare Access to Diabetes Supply Act. This bipartisan legislation preserves my ability to visit an independent pharmacy to obtain my necessary testing supplies. 
I visit my local community pharmacy to obtain my medication because my pharmacist is easily accessible both in person and over the phone when I have a question about my diabetic testing kits and how to read them. I do not have to navigate a complicated phone tree to speak with someone. Unless current law is changed, I may be forced into a mail order program where these phone trees are common practice and answers to my questions are difficult, if not impossible, to find.  The inability to obtain clear answers to questions can lead to more serious and more costly outcomes than the money supposedly saved under current law.

 A single misread of my testing outcome, could cause me to seek unnecessary emergency treatment in a best case scenario if I read the result as too low and worse if I wrongly interpret it as normal. My community pharmacist works with me to ensure I understand how to properly use the testing supply and that I know how to correctly read the results. I do not and will not get that level of service from a mail order or large retail pharmacy where I am viewed more as a number than a real patient.  
To ensure seniors like me maintain choice and access to the pharmacies that best suit our needs, I ask you to strongly support the Medicare Access to Diabetes Supply Act.
